
1. If you have any COVID-19 symptoms, please stay home. We will issue a refund if you 

have already pre-paid for your ice time. This includes fever, cough, sore throat, fatigue, 

shortness of breath, loss of taste or smell, etc. 

2. Face coverings are required for everyone, at all times, while in the facility, including time on the 

ice. A facial covering means a face mask or cloth facial covering that completely  

covers the nose and mouth. 

3. SCRIMMAGES, ORGANIZED GAMES are allowed, BUT TOURNAMENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED FOR 

ICE HOCKEY IN PHASE IV, STEP 1 PER MA STATE GUIDELINES. 

4. While we discourage them, spectators are allowed, but must maintain 6 ft. social distancing. 

5. No locker rooms will be available at this time – all participants should dress at home or before 

arriving to the rink. 

6. Everyone must check in at the table when entering the facility. 

7. Multiple entrances to the ice will be open so all participants can socially distance while entering/

exiting. 

8. No common areas may be used – snack bar will be closed. If you should need you skates  

sharpened, you can fill out a form and drop your skates off on the rack by the pro shop. The 

skates will be ready the following day. 

9. SPITTING AND NOSE BLOWING ON THE ICE AND THROUGHOUT THE FACILITY IS PROHIBITED. 

If a YMCA employee notices a participant doing so, they will be asked to leave the facility  

immediately. 

10.No unsupervised youth groups/programs are allowed. 

11.Groups may enter the building 20 minutes before their scheduled ice time. No earlier. 

12.Groups are required to exit the building as soon as possible after they skate (10 minute limit). 

13.No congregating in common areas or parking lots following practices or events. 

14.ALL COMMUNAL AREAS and shared equipment will be sanitized between each hour of ice  

reserved.
